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Highlights of SF Board Meeting

I will use this month’s column to fnish highlighting some of the
. board’s actions in San Francisco.

: Readmission of Expelled Members. The board passed a
regulation that under no circumstances will the board hear a request
for readmission before fve years from the date of expulsion or
resignation to avoid possible disciplinary actions, provided that
under no circumstances will the Board hear a request for readmission
in regards to a second expulsion or resignation.

Should the Board decide to hear a request, the following guidelines shall be used
in considering possible readmission: (1) Admission of Guilt, (2) Appropriate written
apology, and (3) Support for readmission from the player’s local bridge organization(s).
This request for relief shall be made no more frequently than every three years.

Life Master Committee. The Board has requested the ACBL President to establish
a committee to study the requirements for becoming a Life Master and other ranks. (I
know that this topic always produces many comments, so if you have one, please email
me at pinsky4bridge@earthlink.net 1 have been appointed to this committee so | can pass
your comments on to the Committee frst hand.)

CEO Review Committee. Jay Baum, our present CEO received a new three year
contract. One of the reasons for the length of term is to provide for stability of the
organization for the possible move of ACBL headquarters in the next few years.

Board Operations. The board revised some of its policies pertaining to the board.

We frst voted to discontinue the policy of reimbursing board members for one
companion transportation cost per year and increased the Board stipend to $1000 three
times a year (from $750) to refect travel to District and Unit events, telephone expenses,
mailing, and miscellaneous offce expenses connected with the offce of District Director,
and Chairman of the Board of Governors. The board also approved a policy regarding
Board Management Communications.

RHO
redoubles. Now I’m sitting with the king, jack, little of spades, and that’s it. No other
points, two little hearts and four each of little cards in the minors. Crapola. My thinking:
since | have nothing, I’ll just let partner bid whatever her best suit is. So | passed. Did
| just hear someone groan? Cry?... Faint?. Surely anyone who ever thought of asking
me to play just crossed that off his list. Well, my partner was confused SINCE THIS
WAS NEVER DISCUSSED and she thought | was passing for penalty. SHE PASSED.
Egads. The opponents made the contract and then some, vulnerable, and they got like
20 thousand points or something. Saying we got a cold bottom would be too kind. Our

Estate Planning Corner by Jordan Chodorow

The family limited partnership (or family limited liability
| company) is a widely used estate planning vehicle to reduce
transfer taxes when a good business purpose for the FLP also
exists. Business interests or other assets, such as a portfolio
of securities, are transferred by father and mother to the
FLP in exchange for the 1% general partner interest and the
99% limited partner interests. The limited partner interests
are then transferred to children or trusts for their beneft by
gift or sale. The value of a limited partner interest is worth
much less than the proportional share of the assets of the
partnership allocable to such interest, due to lack of control
over the assets and the lack of a market for the limited
partnership interest. Thus, a $1,000,000 portfolio, $990,000
of the value of which is allocable to the limited interests, could be worth only 60% of
that sum to a third-party buyer of the limited interests as he has no real “call” on the
FLP’s assets. An appraisal is desirable to establish that discounted value. The gift to
the children will be reduced by the amount of the discount ultimately allowed.

The IRS has challenged a large number of FLPs, with success in many cases. The
arguments the IRS has used most successfully to disregard the FLP and include its
assets in father’s and mother’s taxable estates are that (1) the creation of the FLP and
the transfer transactions with the children were not at arm’s length (e.g., deathbed
transactions); (2) that the partnership was not operated consistently with its governing
documents and purposes (e.g., the distributions from the partnership didn’t follow the
partnership agreement); or (3) that father and mother retained control or the right to
income from the partnership (e.g., a residence was transferred to the FLP and father
and mother continued to live in it rent-free).

After an FLP has been in existence for a few years, its history and operation should
be carefully and objectively reviewed to determine if corrective action is needed to
comply with the court rulings that now provide guidance in this area.

Letter To The Editor

Dear Editor:

I am writing at the conclusion of
yet another Western Conference STaC
to express my humble opinion that these
STaCs do not give the paying bridge players
of our district good value for money.

The WC STaCs, which have ballooned
to three per year, include participating
clubs in sixteen U.S. states (Arizona,
Arkansas, California, Colorado, Hawaii,
Idaho, Missouri, Montana, Nebraska,
Nevada, New Mexico, North Dakota,
Oregon, Texas, Utah and Washington) and
two Canadian provinces (British Columbia
and Saskatchewan).

As an example at random, consider
the scores from the Friday afternoon of this
most recent WC STaC. Two pairs from
West Los Angeles clubs fnished in the
Top 25 overall. Priscilla Blakely and Shuli
Katz, who posted an impressive 66.32%
game, received 1.75 masterpoints. Mary
Jane Farell and Fred Mautner, whose big
67.67% game put them tenth across the
Western U.S. and Canada, received all
of 2.22 points, whereas a comparable
score in a district-wide STAC might earn

them fve or six times as many. Another
West L.A. pair fnished sixteenth in C and
received a whopping 1.23 points. And for
this, every player in every participating
club pays an extra $1 to $2 every session
for a week, three weeks a year.

Idon’tplay bridge for the masterpoints
(and lord knows Mary Jane isn’t hurting for
points!), nor does the extra $2 impact my
decision whether to play. But we all know
players who can’t travel to tournaments
but would like to earn silver points, and
we all have bridge-playing friends for
whom every dollar counts. For them, these
payouts are offensively low. For the rest of
us, they are merely laughable.

I invite you to visit the Western
Conference’s website,
www.thewesternconference.com to see that
this example is not anomalous. You’ll also
fnd articles by Conference administrators
crowing almost giddily about the money
these STaCs bring in. | write only to ask
readers whether they feel it is money well
spent.

BARE: 1INT, least of evils.

BARTUSEK: 1NT semi-forcing. If we have a game,
partner will take another call. I’m predicting that the EM
will be advocating 24 which is a good bid occasionally
when advancing an overcall, but here it seems low
percentgge and could easily steer us away from the right
contract (and occasionally land us in a 4-2 ft).

DUNITZ: 1NT, semi-forcing.

GOLDSMITH: 1INT. This sort of hand is why you play
INT semi-forcing by a passed hand. If partner is light,
you play INT; if not, you can bid aggressively next time.

IVASKA: 2¢%. This whole set has a “One Flew Over The
Cuckoo’s Nest” quality to it, in that | feel I’m playing in
an insane asylum (to which I’m sure | was deservedly
committed). “To begin with, 1 would have opened this
hand (with 14, intending to rebid 2¢6). After all, it has
2 Y defensive tricks and reasonable playing strength.
The obvious disadvantage is that I might land in a 4-3
(or even 4-2) ft, but it’s been my experience that this
happens more often in theory than in practice. As it is
now, | feel that this hand will usually play better in spades
than in notrump, so I’m going to treat my AK-doubleton
as he equivalent of (or better than) typical 3-card support.
Of course, I’m assuming that we’re playing Drury,
[Hooray, one of the inmates agrees with me. MM] If not,
I’ll use a forcing INT to show a limit raise in spades.
By the way, even when playing Drury, opener should
almost never pass partner’s semiforcing INT. [No, no.
Apparently Paul really is crazy.] To pass, one should
have minimum secondary values in a 5-3-3-2 pattern, e.g.

pass 1M

You, South, hold: AAK ¥65 K752 ¢J10865 What call do you make?

AK10xxx YQJx ¢Q10 %KJx and even then it will often
be wrong.

MEYERS: 1NT. Partner should bid over this if he or
she has full values; if |1 weren’t playing Drury, 1 would
consider 2¢% but | don’t think I would bid that suit anyway;
2NT would be nice if natural but I play it shows clubs.

Some people play that 2NT shows both minors. I play it as
natural. Good 11-12.

SCHREIBER: INT. | don’t understand the problem

SHER: 1INT. I am not sure what the problem is (ok, we
might be wrong-siding notrump, but the bid is normal). If
partner passes, we are high enough. If partner bids 2¢ or
24 | raise, and if partner bids 2% | rebid 2NT.

WICKHAM: Opposite a third seat opener which should
contain full values and at least a fve card suit since its
potential lead directing qualities are all in my hand, I
believe my hand has excellent game chances. Any form
of Drury would overstate my trump length, although
that might work well. A natural 2¢% bid would overstate
my suit and misdirect the auction, especially given
the potential for playing in partner’s major suit. Any
notrump bid would potentially wrong side the possible
notrump game. And a jump to 2NT would undoubtedly
be misinterpreted in some fashion dependent on partner’s
preference on how to misuse that bid. Since no action is
especially inspiring, | would choose the pedestrian INT
and hope to get another chance. Partner will undoubtedly
hold AQL0xxx YAxx ®AQx ¢xx and pass happily,
thereby missing another 65% game. Should partner bid

pass

again, | will usually choose to jump in spades, thereby
thoroughly punishing him for his light opening bid.

SWANSON: 2¢%. Drury offers a big advantage over INT
with these cards. If partner retreats to 24 we will surely
be in the best partscore. Over other calls I will show a
balanced hand. I have no interest in a notrump contract
unless partner bids it.

I am badly outvoted but unconvinced. I don’t think a
semi-forcing INT bid by a passed hand makes good
sense. Suppose you open I8 in 3 position with #Axxxx
¥x ¢ Oxxxx ®Ax and partner bids INT. You don't like
a INT contract, so you bid 2®. Partner now bids 2NT.
Of course, if you are playing INT as semi-forcing, you
had better pass INT before things get worse. If your
(opener’s) hand were #Qxxxx YKx ®AJx dAxx you
would be delighted to play in INT, but you are supposed
to bid 2¢% to show a real opening bid so that you won't
miss game if partner has #xx YAQx ® Qxxxx dKxx, but
this gets you dangerously high or in a six or seven card
fit when he has 7-10 points. [ think both 2& and 2ée
(Drury) are better bids with this hand. For one reason,
as a couple of panelists mentioned, if the final contract
is notrump, you don’t want to be declarer with your two
small hearts, and both 2& and Drury SHOULD BE more
encouraging than INT since they show a fit. Nor is it
likely partner has opened a four card major missing the
ace and king. You would have no reluctance to bid 2& or
Drury with three small spades. Won't the doubleton ace-
king be at least as good trump support most of the time? |
like Bill’s analysis, if not his reluctant choice of bids. Also
Bill’s and John’s comment about spades probably being a
better strain than notrump.

BARE: Pass. Why would you want to
preempt partner?

BARTUSEK: Pass. Let’s hope partner
doesn’t open the bidding in 4" seat. We
should get a good result with my 4 HCP.

Partner is in 3" seat and RHO will have
a chance to bid, but he will have to
guess what to bid with no input from his
partner. His most likely choices are 3NT
and pass.

DUNITZ: 2%. Not pretty, but almost
accurately describes this hand.

GOLDSMITH: Pass. Why would | bid
with a weak hand when LHO is barred? |
wouldn’t bid even if he weren’t, but . . .

IVASKA: Pass. Again, to begin with, |
would have accepted Nurse Ratchett’s
1¢% opening to bid 2NT. Why shouldn’t
I have taken this opportunity to describe
my hand, an opportunity which probably
(which | say advisedly) won’t be
presented at the other table? As it is,
I don’t understand what tactical bid |
should make. Left-hand Inmate will
probably give away strength of her/his
hand anyway, so a tactical Fight of fancy
won’t work often.

MEYERS: Pass. | have no reason to
know what is right so why bid in order
to mess up the opponents. | could be
messing up my partner as well.

You are the dealer, but RHO bids 1¢ out of turn.
You refuse to accept it, so his bid is cancelled
and it is your turn to bid.

LHO is barred for the rest of the auction.

What is your call witha62 $KJ1096 4J98754 ¢--?

SCHREIBER: 2%¥. My answer has
nothing to do with the bid out of turn.
This is my style.

SHER: Pass. Why would | ever make an
imperfect bid when LHO is barred? There
is no reason to make a lead directing bid
when | will be on lead if we defend. And
pre-empts are silly when RHO has to
guess anyway (pre-empts should be sound
and descriptive in these circumstances).

SWANSON: Pass. Iwould openabitlight
with appropriate hands in this situation
but no call other than pass is in the least
bit descriptive. Partner should strive to
bid in third seat with a reasonable suit and
should pass with a balanced minimum. |
understand that the ACBL has a restriction
against special systems when there are
bidding irregularities. That doesn’t mean
we can’t discuss tactics.

WICKHAM: The opponents have made
an error and conferred upon our side a
tremendous advantage. Perhaps | should
assume that my CHO is also an idiot and
dream up some bizarre action to fully
dissipate our advantage. But I think my
position at the table makes me the straight
man, and so | would choose to PASS..
Since our opponents cannot communicate
anything in the biddng, our best results
will come from having a relatively
normal dialogue. If partner insists upon
some sort of possible devious action, and
we end up declaring the hand, my dummy
will not be a disappointment.

The auction starts 14 by LHO, pass by partner,
34 (weak) by RHO, and you hold

BARE: 3a. | would bid 44 with 5-6.

BARTUSEK: 4. Too distributional to double and 34 may lose the heart ft. Sure,
it’s dangerous, but I’m the one with shortage in the opponents’ suit. Preempts work
sometimes. Partner should give me a lot of rope in case he has a great hand.

DUNITZ: 3a. The lack of high cards provides some protection that we will get a
chance to bid hearts. We don’t hate 44, but it could lead to a heart contract when we
belong in spades. [or getting too high with partner weak or a misfit for both majors]

GOLDSMITH: Close call, but I’ll try 44. 1 could live with 34 (but then 1’d “catch”
AX YAQIX XXX dexxxxx or even four spades). | know partner will sometimes pick
hearts when it’s wrong, but there just isn’t room to do everything.

IVASKA: 44. 1I'd like to describe my hand before the auction gets out of hand. |
don’t really see a reasonable alternative. Anything else would be overly cautious, and
probably shortsighted to boot.

MEYERS: 44 (majors); | would like to have more HCP but my distribution makes
up for it.

SCHREIBER: 44 (majors). This could be bad if partner has 2-2 in the majors and not
much in high cards. | am willing to risk those things because | don’t want to play in
spades when partner has a singleton and four hearts to the ace-queen.

SHER: | am merely bidding 3a. | don’t think I have quite enough to bid 44, and my
major suits are not equal.

SWANSON: 3. This is an underbid in regards to the minimum required in this
situation. For that reason | have no objection to 44 or 44 (the call | would make at
IMPs). 3a offers a bit of safety with a 4% call in reserve should partner try 3NT.

WICKHAM: Lots of different strange actions might work here. Pass might be our last
plus score. Double might collect a good penalty if partner has four decent trumps and
can pass, 3 might produce +140 or cause you to reach 44 making when partner’s
majors are equal in length and 4% would fail. However, only one action is a standout:
44 will usually force partner to choose the right strain, and on these hand types strain
is often more important than level. The fact that partner is a passed hand should
usually prevent our side from getting higher than four of our best major ft.

BARTUSEK: Well, I would ask what 2¢% promises in terms of suit length. If it could be very short and
artifcial, then | pass. If it promises length, then | have to fgure out what my partner’s bidding style is.
One generally does not make takeout doubles in the opponents’ game-forcing 2/1 auctions. | believe this
double should always be lead-directing (if partner wanted to bid he should be distributional enough to
bid 2NT for the unbid suits). Thus, I should pass.

This seems like a very logical approach. But a complicating factor is that partner had no information
about suit length when he doubled. The practical problem is that if he asked whether the bid was
completely artificial and how many clubs it showed, and then either passed or doubled, the opponents
might well complain if a club were led.

DUNITZ: Pass. This might be our cheapest minus score. BAM, our favorite form of the game, sometimes
leads to odd decisions.

GOLDSMITH: 1 need to ask if 2¢% was natural and GF or artifcial and GF. If the former, | bid 24; if
the latter, | pass. If partner didn’t ask and was surprised, that’s just too bad.

But doesn'’t asking , whether followed by a pass or a double, suggest that partner wants the lead?

IVASKA: Pass. Did my partner McMurphy hear the alert? It doesn’t seem likely that the opponents
can make the three overtricks required to compensate them for their presumed game, and this might be
the best method to fnd our way to a 5-3 ft (if, indeed we do have one) or, much better, slither entirely
out of the huge penalty that seems to be in the offng. In any case, in the words of the late, great Dr.
Frischaueer, “I do not play ze hand.” (He was Austrian, so the accent should be familiar to Californians).
If 2¢% redoubled is passed back to me, as Terence Reese might put it, I shall have to think again.

MEYERS: What is the reason for the annotation of East’s announcement of “Alert, game-forcing”? Is
that part of the problem? If so, | didn’t realize we were supposed to be psychoanalysts. | think this is
very close whether to bid 24 or pass. If | passed | would expect them to make it but hoping no more than
—180 or —380, whereas if | bid and we end up in a 4-3 ft, I could be stuck with a worse score. Maybe
when my partrner doubled, I should have said, “Alert, hot water.”

SCHREIBER: 24. If | get doubled I can always run out to 2%. Even in a game-forcing auction |
consider this a takeout double showing both offense and defense. | do not expect partner to be just 4-4
in the reds. His double, rather than bidding 2NT, would indicate some defense so that | would have a
chance to make an informed decision later in the auction, if necessary.

SWANSON: Pass. | have played against these fancy systems before where some simple bid like 2¢% is a
game force, so | am prepared. | don’t think the holding of queen third is suffcient for an inquiry by me
of “Does 2¢% show clubs?”

SHER: 2%. Since you are giving this as a problem, your partner must have had clubs, but the double
shows 5-5 in the other suits when you double such a strong auction. If partner HAS to have 5-5, you
should bid hearts since if they are (slightly) less likely to double 2% than 24, and you have the heart ten,
which might help. Anyway, if | even catered to partner having clubs this will end up in committee.

It did end up in committee. The bidding started out as indicated but did not end up that way. East bid
24 over the double but before doing so, he kept asking me whether partner’s double was for takeout
or penalty. I said that we had only played together once before (plus practicing for the nationals on
the Internet), and we had never discussed it. And I refused to state how I interpreted the double since,
among other reasons, it would give the opponents a clue regarding my own hand. The director was
summoned and I was sent away from the table while my partner was questioned. I don’t know exactly
what was said since I wasn'’t there, but I think the gist of it was (a) that we had no agreement, (b) if the
bid was obviously artificial like Stayman or Drury, the double would be lead-directing, but we had never
discussed a situation like this. The bidding continued 2# by East, pass, 2NT by West, 39, promising extra
values, pass 3®, pass 48, all pass, and I led the queen of clubs. The director was called again (dummy
had JeKxx and partner had &#AJ10xx, and our score was -420. Later the director told us the score was
changed from -420 to -460, the score at the other table, since we hadn’t given a complete explanation.
He said if we hadn’t discussed it, we should have discussed it. I thought that that was an unreasonable
requirement, and I see that most of the panelists were uncertain as to the meaning. The double had
to be either for takeout or lead directing. I thought, at unfavorable vulnerability, when the opponents
showed game-forcing values, it was very unlikely partner would try to buy the bid for us. So it must be
lead directing. Perhaps if I had held 5 clubs, I would have changed my mind, but the opponents were in
as good a position as I to figure out why partner doubled unless we had an agreemet.. The opponents
could have protected themselves in two ways. The alert should have been, “artificial and game-forcing.”
Then we would have had no reason to ask questions. And East could have passed the double. Whether 1
bid or passed would give the opponents a clue as to what I was thinking. There was another reason for
passing with this hand. As Paul said, unless West had very good clubs, he could not afford to pass, since
he would need three overtricks to score better than the game bonus, so if he wanted to play for 8 to 10
tricks in clubs he should redouble. We protested the director’s ruling, and after 2 %2 hours of deliberation
the committee restored the result at the table (-420). Jeff Rubens, editor of The Bridge World, plans to
discuss this situation in an editorial.

WICKHAM: One of he frst lessons we learn about bridge is NEVER to pull one of our partner’s penalty
doubles. Oh, you say, this double is for takeout. Well, PASS anyway. Any minus score ending with
80 will be a win, with the possible exception of —480. If your LHO redoubles, like he probably should,
your best call is, “Is there a doctor in the house?” Even when the feared redouble occurs, both your CHO
and your RHO remain with an opportunity to rescue you. If 2¢, redoubled, comes back to you, perhaps
—1100 or -1400 in 2¢&XX will tie the board..

Or =560 or =760

With the cards favorably located, East made six.
Apportion the fault for missing game.

BARE: There would be no problem if jump shifts were preemptive,
(in which case 1 followed by 2& would show a better hand than
what Jeff was worried about (#Q109xxxxx and nothing else). |
would pass with that hand and hope to bid spades the next round.

BARTUJSEK: 0% West. 50% East 50% luck. West bid perfectly
showing 5-5 with extra values. East might have bid 34 on his
second turn or jumped to 44 over 3¢%. Tough hand.

DUNITZ: When given this hand by the actual West we (Ifty and
Mitch) were adamant that ALL of the blame should be placed on
East’s shoulders. No one likes7-2-2-2 distribution. However, if
we begin bidding 24 with this kind of hand, maybe we should start
sleeping with a night light

GOLDSMITH: West could have raised to 4#, but then he’d buy
AQL09xxxx ¥x &xxx ¢&xx and get doubled. East’s 24 was an
underbid. I think 3¢ shows extras. With a 0625 minimum, just pass
24 before someone doubles you), so 34 is a huge underbid. 90%
East, but | was West. At least we beat all the part scores.

IVASKA: West 95%, East 5%. East could have bid 34 at his second
turn, but that will generally get the partnership too high. 44 over 34
was clearcut. Indeed, West’s pass was inconsistent with bidding
over 2a. If he felt that way about his hand, he should have passed
2#, for which there is actually a very strong argument.

MEYERS: No blame. [ had this hand in the Blue Ribbon Pairs.
My partner bid 24 which is perfectly reasonable, as is 3#. | passed
24, which is perfectly reasonable as is a raise to 34, My tendency
would have been to bid 34 with the East hand but the distribution
is bad and it is matchpoints. | would clearly bid 34 at IMPS and
would tend to bid 2NT over 24 at imps.

SHER: East 100%. West showed 5-5 just short of a game force
(usually 16-17ish) and East did not appreciate his 7 trump.

SWANSON: East 95%. 2a is a hopeless underbid. West getw
5% of the charge for holding cards which make 4 a really good
game.

WICKHAM: Blame apportionment is somewhat dependent upon
methods in this case. If an immediate jump shift would have been
preemptive, then a 14 response followed by a 2a rebid would be a
bit more constructive. In either situation, it appears that both players
lost sight of obtaining a game bonus. 2 was certainly a timid rebid,
but cannot be classifed as a poor description. 3¢ depicted two fve
card suits coupled with extra values, and would rarely include more
than one spade. Perhaps East believed that he was being “rescued”
from his 6+ card suit, as that is the only reason for not leaping to
44 over 3% that | can see. And fnally, West did have a spade he
might not have had and good high card structure. 1f an immediate
jump shift would have been weak, West should have bid game over
34, and could have bid game in any case, so West takes either 35%
or 15% of the blame for an average of 25%. East was the primary
coward here, and appropriately takes 75% of the blame.

SCHREIBER: West 100%. He still has not shown extras. East
should have this hand or something very similar. East did not bid
three invitational spades over 2¢b, so to justify bidding 3#, now, this
should be his hand.

Super Heart Raise and Jump Shift Responses
by Mike Savage

In my dedicated partnerships we don’t play strong jump shifts. We play that over
one of a major, jump-shifts in a lower suit are invitational and that all jump shifts to two
of a major are weak. Thus 1H-2S is weak, 1m-2M is weak (all 2-level jump shifts into a
major are weak) and 1H or1S-three of a lower suit (1H-3C & 3D, 1S-3C, 3D, 3H) are all
invitational bids (3-level jump shifts in a lower suit over a major are all invitational) —
solving some 2/1 response problems.

I like this structure very much. It’s very easy to remember as well: 2-level JS in a
major are weak and 3-level JS in a lower suit over a major are invitational. The only
exception to 3-level jump shifts being weak is that we also play that 1C-2D and 1D-3C
(a minor opening) shows a limit raise or better in opener’s minor - so 1D-3C becomes the
only 3-level jump in a lower suit that is not natural and invitational (it’s not a JS over a
major after all). If you play this way, then you can also play (and I think it works fairly
well) that 1H-1INT-2H-2S (the “Impossible” 2S) now can be used to show either a highly
invitational heart raise or a 2-suited minor take-out with invitational values. Since we
have an immediate jump shift over 1H for the invitational one-suited minor hands, we
don’t need the 2S relay over 2H to show them and we can use 2S to show either a hand
with two long, good minor suits with invitational values or a highly invitational heart
raise!!!

What value is a super-good heart raise, you ask? Well sometimes partner has opened
1H with a six-card heart suit and a super-dog. Being able to show a very good heart raise
by first bidding 2S and then 3H will allow opener to pass with a very weak opener and bid
game with a sound opener. With an iffy invitation to 4H, responder can simply raise 2H
to 3H and if he has a hand that even though he has only responded 1NT, he wants to be in
4H opposite any 1H opener with a six-card suit (very weak or not) he can jump straight
to 4H.

So here is areasonable basic response structure to handle both two-suited invitational
minor hands and the highly invitational heart raise after 1H-INT 2H:

1H-1INT 2H-2S = Shows an invitational hand with two long minors or a highly
invitational heart raise.

Responses:
2NT = Denies both a three or 4-card minor and a 0/1-looser heart suit.

3C or 3D = Shows responder’s best/longest minor and is usually passed.
3H = Shows a very good heart raise, usually a 3-card forcing INT limit raise.
3C or 3D = Shows three or four cards in the minor and could be passed.
3H = Shows the very good heart raise.
3H = Shows a stand-alone six or 7-card heart suit and might hold a three-card
minor.
3S = Shows support for both minors and values for game in either minor or hearts.
3NT = Shows a probably no-looser 6-7-card heart suit and maybe a spade honor.
4C or 4D = Shows a good fit for the minor and values for game in the minor or
hearts.
Waddaya think? Sounds promising to me.
Our single jump-shift package seems like a good one: Weak major jump shifts at the
two-level, invitational jump shifts in a lower suit at the 3-level after a major opener and it’s
rounded out by our limit raise or better jump shifts in the other minor (1C-2D and 1D-3C).
