2/1 Game Force 2/1 Game Force ––  Perhaps the topic that triggers the most questions from our students is the “2/1 
Game Force.”  In an article I recently read by Eric Rodwell, he answers many of the questions: 
 

1) What is it?  Opener bids 1 Diamond, 1 Heart, or 1 Spade and responder bids a lower ranking new 
suit at the two level.  Whenever this occurs the auction is forcing to game.  Using standard 
methods, a two level response is forcing, but not to game. 

2) What is the advantage? It allows the partnership to save valuable bidding space and make the 
most natural bid on the hand.  Using standard methods it takes two bids by responder to force to 
game.  With the “2/1 over one” system both players know right away.  

3) When doesn’t it apply?  If responder is a passed hand or if responder’s RHO overcalls or doubles.     

4) Best Reference Book – “25 Steps to Learning 2/1” by Paul Thurston.
