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The Dummy - Back in the Day, part II 
           

             The May 1958 issue of the DUMMY announced the shocking death of Frank Grady, a well-known and 

beloved player of that time.  Frank was a teacher, director and proud proponent of top quality, friendly bridge.   
              

             The Spring Nationals that year were in Atlantic City and about 70 Wilmington players went to 
compete despite a blizzard!  Ivar Stakgold won the Vanderbilt Cup Teams and the Open Pairs and finished 
third in the Men’s Pairs.  Among the DSBA players there were Harold and Evelyn Levitt, Dave Treadwell, Col. 
Skinner, Seymour Cohen, Ralph Schreyer, Ken Donovan, Wayne Kneisley, Frank Pierson, Pat McGee, 

John Barnicle, Parke Woodward and Jim Mayhart.  While our newer players may not know these names, 
they are very familiar to those of us who have been around for a while. 

 

             In 1958, Col. Skinner was selected by the DSBA Board of Directors as its permanent tournament 
chairman.  He was tasked with sponsoring all Unit 190 tournaments, state championships and the weekly 
DSBA game that was held in those days at the Hotel Dupont.  Col. Skinner was a life master with nearly 
1,000 points (a super lot back then) and had been a president of the ACBL. 
              

             The November 1958 issue featured a report by President Ed Gerard in which he stated his belief that 

the DSBA had “passed through a period of adolescence” and “was fully grown up.”  There were 571 
members in the unit at that time.  It was at the 1958 Annual Meeting that the bylaws were amended to 
permit a retiring president, at his or her discretion, to serve one additional year on the board.  To this day, 
this bylaw remains in effect. 
 

             It didn’t cost much to play bridge back then….the entry fee at the Hotel Rodney game was just $1.00 
for members and $1.25 for guests.  The annual DSBA membership cost was also just $1.00 - and for it you 
were also an ACBL member, and you received the ACBL Bulletin and a Directory of Member Clubs.  Quite a 
bargain! 
              

             The May and November issues of the DUMMY from 1958 provide some evidence that the more 
things change, the more they remain the same.  Slow play,  and lack of attendance at Annual Meetings were 
two issues discussed.  Back then, players were not only guilty of discussing the previous round, telling a story 
or giving their partner a detailed lesson, but also of spending time “out in the bar guzzling a drink.”  (They 
were also smoking at the tables back then in addition to the drinking.)  Writing in the May 1958 issue,  the 
DUMMY editor was upset that a quorum of members had not been present at the 1957 Annual Meeting.  
He was visited by a muse.  The muse  helped him encourage attendance for the 1958 meeting with the 
following poem…..“When I receive the D.S.B.A. greeting, I promise I’ll attend the meeting.  I’ll listen, speak, and 
quote, then very carefully cast a vote.  Work done - I’ll stay for cards…concentrate on leads and discards.  
Hope I win!”  The poem must have worked since they were in fact able to amend the bylaws at the 1958 
meeting -  they must have had the needed quorum.
