BRIDGE ETIQUETTE/RULES
Arrival Time - You should arrive before 7:20 ; Play Starts 7:30.
If you arrive after 7:20pm, you are late.
The Tournament Director has a difficult job to do without having to change the movement to accommodate late arrivals.


Also additional tables, tablets, bidding boxes etc may have to be set up.
Silent Bidding


When play commences, please use the bidding boxes provided.
Talking is not permitted during the auction.
Bidding Boxes


Bidding boxes may not be touched until you are ready to make a bid.
There must be no undue hesitation if the bid is PASS.
Remember it's illegal to give unauthorised information.
Bids on Display


You must leave all bids on display until the correct lead is faced up.
Slow Play


You do not have all night to play your game.
The CBAI recommend a maximum of 17 minutes for two boards.
Slow play affects everybody.
North's Role
It's North's responsibility to manage the table.
Check that you have the correct boards and opponents.
Input the contract and result correctly on the tablet and allow opponents to verify.
Remember that you're assisting the TD and keep the movement flowing freely.
Please Note
All players must understand the bridge is a very competitive game and
each player must respect the rights of all other players.
Players must behave in accordance with the rules and ethics of bridge.
