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Auctions that start with a bid of 1 of a suit
When partner opens the bidding with a bid of 1 of a suit, we know relatively little about their hand. We do know that they have at least four cards in that suit, and somewhere from 12 to 19 HCPs. Also, they didn’t open 1NT.
