In our lesson we looked at hands with few HCPs, but a suit with  6 cards. If the honour cards are in the suit, the suit should be capable of taking five or six tricks as a trump suit.
With such a low HCP count, we can assume the opponents have most of the power, and probably a game contract.
We open our suit at the two level.
