Clarification on BNBC Host System
BNBC operate a host system, whereby a club member is scheduled to be the host on all Mondays where the event is a normal club duplicate event (not for competition events).  All club members, with the exception of committee members, directors, and scorers (and those where it is not considered reasonable to include them) will be asked to be a host on the schedule.  This is only likely to occur a maximum of once every 18 months.

The purpose of the host is to pair up with
· A guest who comes along to play at the club.  An individual guest may use this facility three times, but then will be expected to find their own partner and/or use the Looking for a Partner option as detailed on the Home Page on the website
· A club member whose regular partner is unavailable on a specific evening.  Again this facility should only be used a maximum of three times, during any twelve month period (this can be modified at committee's discretion)

A host's regular partner may come along on the off chance that their partner will not be called on to play as host, but it is on the understanding that one of them will not get a game, if the host is required.
