We want to take this opportunity to remind people of the etiquette that the EBU
expect from all affiliated Clubs....look out for cards around the tables as a reminder.

Do not hesitate to call the TD if there has been an infringement of the rules.

When the TD is called to the table this is the normal procedure:

1. TD asks who called and asks said player "how can | help?"

2. TD then asks if everyone agrees, and if not makes a judgement as to what
really happened.

3. TD then tells the players the law that applies and gives the ruling for this case,
or takes it away if it needs further consideration.

4. If necessary TD tells the players what can happen next (e.g. it is a judgement
ruling, you can request further opinions like polling, or appeal, or whatever)
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If players allow the TD to do that then the process can complete quickly and
efficiently and everyone can get back to the play. If players start arguing then it is
wasting everyone’s time. The TD makes the ruling; it is not for the players to discuss

the point of law.

This is particularly important when playing online — if more than one person
speaks at the same time then nobody can be heard.
