
  

Click on the “BOOKINGS” section and you will be presented with a page similar to the following; 

 

  



  

If you need to display the next month to the one shown, click on the rather pudgy Right facing arrow just above the word “Friday”. When you can see the 

date you want to book, click in the box for that day and you should see a dop down box similar the one below. 

  



  

Click on the          icon      labelled “Booking Required” to be taken to the following screen.

This requires you to enter EITHER your name OR your EBU No, Not both. 

If you enter your name, it should be in the format Christian name and surname, separated by a single space, with only the first letter of each name in 

capitals (e.g. John Smith).  Do not enter middle names or other initials. 

      If you enter your EBU No., DO NOT include any leading zeroes. (i.e. if your number is 00123456, only enter 123456).  

Using any other format of name or number will mean that the website will not recognise what you have just entered and will not allow you to book. 

 

Click on the “Check” symbol at the bottom  left of the drop down box. You should then get the following displayed.

Enter your partner’s name, following the name rules as above.  

Click on the “Add Booking” button.    Only 1 of the partners is required to  make a booking.
