2/1 GAME FORCE: AN INTRODUCTION

“Back in the 1960’s, there was a move to switch from strong two-level opening bids to
weak-twos. There was resistance at first, but eventually, everyone succumbed. Now, we face
the same situation with the move from “Standard” to “Two-Over-One Game Forcing.”
Two-over-one game forcing is by far the superior and easier system.” Larry Cohen
