The Board of the Richmond Bridge Association, Unit 109, met on Tuesday, November 11, 2025, 
at 4:00 pm at the Bridge Center and via Zoom.

Call to Order and Minutes Approval:  President Barry Fratkin noted that a quorum was present.  

The minutes from the June 23, 2025 meeting were approved. 

Treasurer’s Report:  Treasurer Anne Atwood reported a balance of approximately $94,500 in 

the Wells Fargo and Virginia Credit Union accounts.  There is a CD for approximately $27,000.  

Anne is working on the tax return for our fiscal year. She emphasized the need for receipts for 

all expenditures. 

Sunday Night Games:  Raun Kilgo reported that the new Sunday night Novice class generally  

has six tables, and there are about 10 tables playing in the 0-200 game.  Raun recognized Tom 

Billups for the Saturday review sessions he is holding, which have been well received.  The 

nametags Raun has created have been well received.   

Finishing the Job:  Barry Fratkin asked for input on what else we can do at the bridge center.  

Raun Kilgo provided information on sound masking technology that can be used to minimize 

noise in the bridge center building.  He requested that someone else be appointed to follow up 

and get more information on options and quotes for pricing.  He estimated that something 

could be done for about $2500.  He suggested that 12’ strips for attaching posters and 

information sheets be purchased and installed.  Barry Fratkin mentioned installing a new 

bulletin board.  He plans to appoint a committee to create a design for the room, including the 

sound component. 

Directory:  Raun Kilgo is doing a trial of the Brilliant Directory product and may ask Board 

members to assist.  Its notification component could be used for helping members find 

partners. 

2024 Table Counts:  Harry Alferink suggested another online game, possibly a team game.  The 

Real Bridge site has a good team game format.  Anne Alferink suggested holding occasional 

Saturday games.   

Renovations:  There is interest in renovating the bathrooms and perhaps the janitor closet.  

Barry Fratkin will pursue options and obtain estimates.   

Looking Ahead:  Do we want to hold a 2027 Regional?  Barry Fratkin is waiting to hear back 

from the Doubletree about options in 2027.  Fredericksburg has been the site of one of the four 



Sectionals the Unit is entitled to each year.  They are not able to hold one in 2026, due to no site 

availability.  Do we want to hold a fourth Sectional in Richmond in March of next year?
