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CLUB CORNER -
Going Back Face-to-Face (F2F) Feedback and News

Last month we asked for your thoughts on returning F2F and what you want to see and would be comfortable with
returning to F2F. We reviewed them and are able to say that the feedback aligns not only to each other, but to the

direction the club is considering.

Now to address the ELEPHANT in the Room and the question we are asked frequently — What is going to happen to
Online Bridge when we return Face-to-Face? Well, what we do know is: Online bridge is here to stay, just ask ACBL.

What it will look like or how it will ‘coexist’ with F2F, we don’t know yet.

As a club we are looking into various options, but it is difficult to plan when we don’t know what facilities we will have
available to us or when, but the earliest is mid to late September. We do not know how many of you, our players, will
be willing to return F2F; Susan has been doing a phone survey to get a feel for how players feel, we need so many

tables in each game to cover rent and game costs.
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When we do return, we know there will be changes in how we play F2F, but what they will be we don’t know.
Izhar, Claude and Susan have put together safety protocols for our return and of course we will have

toadhere to the Towns and Government Rules and Regulations. Here are a few things

1.Vaccinations - all players must be fully vaccinated and provide proof

3.Table Spacing — we will space tables to allow for more room between aisles

5. Game Preregistration (initially) - we need to know how many tables we can expect in advance, we don’t want to
set up too many or too few. We may also have restrictions on how many people are allowed in the rooms.

7. Welcome Back Games with extra MPS - We will offer Club Championship games, to encourage F2F and “Super
Welcome Back Games” with even more MPS, for 2-weeks, sometime in the Fall, when (if) we get back F2F.

9. Temperature Taken BEFORE Entry — we want to protect each other, so we have a purchased a ‘touchless’
Thermometer and will take everyone’s temp before entering, if you have a fever you will be denied entry.

11. Cards — we are going to rest the cards for a minimum of 2 weeks between games. For example, the boards used
on Jan 2nd would not be cycled back into play until Jan 16th

13. Bridgemates - will only be handled by NORTH, they will show WEST who agrees (or not), and NORTH will push

the appropriate button(s)

15. Table Sanitation — SOUTH will wipe down the table between each round
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As you can see from the above, we have done a lot of
planning and our number one priority is player safety,
health and well being. However, we also hope there is a
light at the end of the tunnel and that these protocols
will ease or be eliminated as things evolve.
